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1.	INTRODUCTION 


[bookmark: _Toc247443705]Subject matter and scope


For the fourth consecutive year we present our annual report which, for the first time, contains information not only on the technical investigations undertaken and concluded in relation to the rail accidents which have occurred on the General Interest Rail Network during 2008, but also on a number of incidents which, by their nature, were the subject of an investigation.

The entry into force of the Reglamento sobre seguridad en la circulación de la Red Ferroviaria de Interés General [Regulations on Traffic Safety in the General Interest Rail Network] (Royal Decree 810/2007 of 22 June) in the last quarter of 2007 marked a turning point in the investigation of accidents on the networks managed by the Administrador de Infraestructuras Ferroviarias (ADIF) [Rail Infrastructure Manager] and by Ferrocarriles Españoles de Vía Estrecha (FEVE) [Spanish Narrow Gauge Railways], since it adopted the narrow definition of a serious accident contained in Directive 49/2004/EC – more restrictive than that laid down in the previous legislation, the Reglamento del Sector Ferroviario [Railway Sector Regulations] (Royal Decree 2387/2004 of 30 December) and defined the powers of the regulatory body to carry out an investigation of any rail accident or incident where it was considered appropriate on the grounds that it could contribute to improving rail safety.

Accordingly, during its first full year of investigating rail accidents, the Rail Accident Investigation Commission adopted a new approach by undertaking investigations of events (accidents and incidents) based on a rationale which had more to do with specific railway aspects than the kind of events which had been investigated in the past, where the causes were attributed to the actions of third parties, which normally meant the imprudent behaviour of the victims.

This report therefore contains data obtained from investigations undertaken in 2008 (all of which have been completed) into those rail incidents which the Commission considered appropriate to examine, out of all the events notified by the infrastructure administrators (Adif and Feve). They all occurred between 1 January and 31 December 2008. At the end of the report there is a summary of all the technical reports and recommendations formulated in relation to these occurrences.

However, the Commission has continued to investigate all events which were classed as serious under the old rules, the Reglamento de la Ley del Sector Ferroviario [Regulations of the Law of the Rail Sector] (Royal Decree 2387/2004) and, as indicated earlier, has also investigated other occurrences not classed as accidents, where this was considered relevant to the improvement of rail safety. These investigations mainly relate to incidents involving near misses and derailments, as established in CIAF Circular 2/2008.

The events investigated show a relatively consistent time distribution over the year, with a maximum in November and a minimum in August. 85.96% of these events were the result of actions by persons unconnected with the railways.

MONTHLY DISTRIBUTION OF THE ACCIDENTS AND INCIDENTS INVESTIGATED
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[bookmark: _Toc247443707]The rationale of accident investigation

The purpose of investigating rail accidents is to ascertain their causes and the circumstances in which they occurred, with a view to preventing future accidents by making the appropriate recommendations to reduce risks in rail transport. 

The investigation will not under any circumstances be concerned with determining fault or liability and will be independent of any judicial investigation, as stated in Directive 49/2004/EC and specified in Article 21(6) of the Traffic Safety Regulations.

When rail incidents are investigated a technical report is then produced, containing all the data relating to the occurrence, the investigations carried out, the conclusions and, where appropriate, the recommendations made.

The introduction of Safety Directive 49/2004/EC


Safety Directive 49/204/EC defined the principles for the management and regulation of rail safety for the common European railway area and, amongst other things, specified that each Member State should create appropriate bodies with responsibility for rail safety and for investigating rail accidents.

In Spain the legislative transition process which began with the promulgation of the Ley del Sector Ferroviario [Law on the Railway Sector] (Law 39/2003 of 17 November, Official State Gazette No 276 of 18 November) and its implementing regulation (Royal Decree 2387/2004 of 30 December, Official State Gazette No 315 of 31 December) culminated in the approval of the Reglamento sobre seguridad en la circulación de la red Ferroviaria de Interés General [Regulations on Traffic Safety in the General Interest Rail Network] (Royal Decree 810/2007 of 22 June, published in Official State Gazette No 162 of 7 July), which transposed the Directive on safety on the Community's railways and repealed the provisions of the earlier accident investigation rules contained in the Railway Sector Regulations.

The entry into force of these new Regulations gave rise, amongst other things, to the creation of a new investigative body - the Rail Accident Investigation Commission (CIAF) - to replace the Dirección General de Ferrocarriles [Railways Directorate] which from now on would confine itself to rail safety regulatory and inspection functions.

The CIAF began operating in December 2007, and has been operational throughout 2008, handling all the investigative functions formerly assumed by the Railways Directorate.

2.	THE ORGANISATION OF ACCIDENT INVESTIGATION

[bookmark: _Toc247443710]Organisational Structure of the Rail Accident Investigation Commission

The Rail Accident Investigation Commission (CIAF) is a specialist collegiate body subordinate to the Development Ministry, and was constituted on 11 December 2007. It consists of a President, a Plenary and a Secretariat. The Plenary consists of the President and five members.

In addition to this formal structure, there are technical investigators attached to the Secretariat, who are responsible for conducting investigations in collaboration with a team of representatives from the companies involved in the event being investigated, and subsequently for producing the relevant reports.

The CIAF also has a territorial network of technical staff at its disposal, and can call on various technical specialists employed on a contract basis.

The following chart shows the structure in schematic form:

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3.	THE INVESTIGATION PROCESS


[bookmark: _Toc247443712]The process of investigating events

Following an initial period during which it provisionally agreed to keep in place the Circular Orders which had governed the investigative process up to that time, the Rail Accident Investigation Commission drafted and approved the following Circular Orders in the first months of its operation:

Circular Order 1/2008 Pautas para la investigación técnica de los accidentes ferroviarios que competen a la Comisión de Investigación de accidentes ferroviarios [Guidelines for the investigation of rail accidents within the responsibility of the Rail Accident Investigation Commission], which entered into force on 16 March 2008. It established guidelines for the technical investigation of rail accidents by the CIAF investigation team.

Circular Order 2/2008 Comunicación de los incidentes ferroviarios y los suicidios [Notification of rail incidents and suicides] and its subsequent amendment, which entered into force on 10 June 2008. It established the guidelines to be followed by the infrastructure administrators when notifying the CIAF about those rail occurrences which are not classed as accidents.

In addition to these rules, the Commission drafted a document entitled Procedimiento de investigación técnica de los accidentes e incidentes ferroviarios [Procedures for the investigation of rail accidents and incidents] the purpose of which is to establish basic guidelines for the investigation of rail accidents and incidents by the CIAF and to help define the process, in addition to establishing the relationships between the various bodies taking part in the investigation.

The text, approved on 10 November 2008, revokes Circular Order 1/2008 except in the case of accidents whose consequences consist exclusively of injuries to persons caused by rail vehicles in motion (persons struck, falls, etc.), for which another specific procedure was developed, the Procedimiento para la investigación técnica de accidentes de personas producidas por material rodante en movimiento [Procedure for the technical investigation of accidents to persons caused by rolling stock in  motion] which entered into force on 31 July 2009.
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4.	INVESTIGATION OF ACCIDENTS AND INCIDENTS


[bookmark: _Toc247443714]Categorisation of events

As mentioned earlier, during 2008 the criterion for the investigation of rail accidents and incidents was based on the definitions of an accident, serious accident and incident and the terms of Article 21.3 of the Reglamento sobre seguridad en la circulación de la Red Ferroviaria de Interés General [Regulations on Traffic Safety in the General Interest Rail Network] (Royal Decree 810/2007 of 22 June), namely:

‘Accident: an unwanted or unintended sudden event or a specific chain of such events which have harmful consequences; accidents are divided into the following categories: collisions, derailments, level-crossing accidents, accidents to persons caused by rolling stock in motion, fires and others.’

‘Serious accident: any train collision or derailment of trains, resulting in the death of at least one person or serious injuries to five or more persons or extensive damage to rolling stock, the infrastructure or the environment, and any other similar accident with an obvious impact on railway safety regulation or the management of safety; “extensive damage” means damage that can immediately be assessed by the investigating body to cost at least EUR 2 million in total.’

‘Incident: Any event other than an accident or serious accident, associated with the use and operation of trains or rolling stock and affecting traffic safety.’

Article 21.3:  ‘In reaching a decision to investigate rail accidents not classed as serious, non-serious incidents and rail incidents, the Rail Accident Investigation Commission shall assess the following circumstances:
a)	   the importance of the accident or incident;
b)	whether it forms part of a series of accidents or incidents with repercussions for the system as a whole;
c)	the repercussions for the safety of rail transport
d)	requests from the Rail Infrastructure Administrator, the rail companies or the Development Minister.’


Investigations carried out


74 events were reported to the CIAF during 2008, of which 57 were investigated: 53 were accidents and incidents which occurred on the rail network administered by Adif and 4 on the network administered by Feve.

The Table on the following page summarises the characteristic details of each of these events, in the order of their case number. All investigations commenced in 2008 have already been completed.

Two serious accidents occurred and were investigated in the course of 2008 on the rail network managed by Adif.
These two serious accidents were the result of trains colliding with a road vehicle and with a piece of track machinery (backhoe excavator). Both collisions resulted in deaths.
In one of the collisions the presence of the road vehicle on the track occurred purely by chance when the vehicle ran on to the track after being involved in a road accident.
In the other collision the presence of the track machinery was due to infrastructure maintenance work being carried out at the time of the accident.

One accident due to a collision was investigated in 2008 on the rail network managed by Feve.
A car, listed as a historic vehicle, struck a set of buffers at Balmaseda goods station after its brakes failed. The cause of the accident was the loss of the braking system on the car, causing it to swerve. There were no fatalities.

[bookmark: _Toc247443722]2.3	Derailments
Two accidents due to derailment were investigated in 2008 on the network administered by Adif.
One of these occurred when a passenger train was partially derailed (the first seven carriages) at Medina del Campo station. The cause was inappropriate speed on this section of line.
The second accident occurred when a goods train was derailed when leaving Moncófar station, the locomotive and six wagons being derailed. The accident was caused by breakage of the left wheel on the third axle.

	   48% (Category A) are protected only by fixed signage;
	38% (Categories B, C, D, E and F) have some form of additional protection in addition to the fixed signage, ranging from luminous and acoustic signalling to barriers, chains, etc.;
	14% (Category P) are private and are regulated by the terms of their individual permits.

As already mentioned in the Introduction, during its first year of activity the Rail Accident Investigation Commission undertook the investigation of those incidents which, by their nature and potential risk, had repercussions for rail safety. Prior to the entry into force of the Reglamento sobre seguridad en la circulación de la RFIG [Regulations on Traffic Safety in the General Interest Rail Network] such events were not investigated by the competent investigation body.

Three incidents were investigated during 2008: three at danger signals passed resulting in a near collision.

Two of these incidents occurred on the network administered by Adif:
· The first incident occurred at Sant Celoni station when a local train went through the distant signal which was giving an advance stop warning and encountered a goods train stopped at the home signal, which was indicating stop. This was the result of a failure to comply with the Standing Orders governing the work on the replacement of the interlocking system which was in progress at the time.

· The second incident occurred when a light engine passed the home signal at Villalba de Guadarrama station (which was giving a Stop indication). The cause was insufficient braking, which failed to reduce the speed adequately before the stop signal.

The third incident occurred on the network managed by Feve:
· A local train passed the stop signal at El Entrego station, resulting in a near collision. The cause was failure to comply with the Reglamento de Circulación de Trenes [Train Movement Regulations] and Reglamento de Señales [Signalling Regulations] issued by Feve.

According to the investigations carried out, 86% of events (49 out of 57) and 96% of fatalities (50 out of 52) were attributable to inappropriate behaviour of persons unconnected with the railway.

92.30% of the accidents were attributable to third parties: the main cause (56.25%) was the victim being in a prohibited location, followed by failure to comply with signs prohibiting entry (16.66%).

Of the 8 events attributable to the railway, half were caused by failure to comply with regulations and the other half were due to problems with rolling stock.

The following Tables give the details of rail accidents and incidents, casualties (deaths and serious injuries) and the recommendations made for each of the events which, since the entry into force of the Ley del Sector Ferroviario [Rail Sector Law] in December 2004, have been investigated under provisions contained in that Law and subsequently further elaborated in the Reglamento del Sector Ferroviario [Rail Sector Regulations] and the Reglamento sobre seguridad en la circulación [Traffic Safety Regulations] (September 2007).

The number of casualties (deaths and serious injuries) fell substantially in 2008, from an average of 63 in the years 2005-2007 to 53 in 2008.

[bookmark: _Toc247443731]Recommendations contained in the accident and incident reports

As established in the regulations, the purpose of rail accident and incident investigation is to contribute to improving the management of rail safety, reducing the risk of accidents and incidents by formulating conclusions and recommendations which are then communicated to the various parties involved in the rail sector.

57 investigations of events occurring on the General Interest Rail Network were initiated and completed during 2008, and a total of 46 recommendations were made. The Rail Accident Investigation Commission also considered it appropriate to issue a recommendation on an incident which, although it was not investigated, attracted the interest of the Commission. (see Case 0055/08 in the Table on the following page).

The graph below shows the recommendations made to each party. The majority of the recommendations were addressed to the competent administrations - 15 - (32.61% of the total) followed by those addressed to the infrastructure administrator Adif - 14 -  (30.43% of the total).
